The Rock trail is a new trail built by local hard-working mountain
bikers. It is located just off Newberry road about 2.3 miles west of |I-75
and is open from sunrise to sunset every day of the week. The trail is
on 160 acres of private land with special permission granted by The
Rock of Gainesville. No fees are charged for trail access and all
liability is covered under the Florida Recreational Use Statute. There is
currently about 4 miles of trail designed for off-road cycling and hiking
(no motorized vehicles are permitted). More trails will be added in the
future beginning in the fall of 2005.

Directions from I-75:

Go west on Newberry road. Approximately .7 mile past 98t street
(traffic light), make a left at the crest of the hill onto a blacktop
driveway. The turn is about 100 yards before the bike lane begins on

Newberry Rd. Go between the small, white posts. Trail begins on the
right.
